
  Wilson County Livestock Show & Sale


General Rules

As a parent or guardian of a participant of the 2022 Wilson County Livestock Show & Sale, you will be required to carefully read and sign this contract for your child to be eligible to show in March. The following rules will apply for this year's show.

1.  Ages of Participants

Junior 9-13 - as of January 1, 2022
Senior 14-18 - as of January 1, 2022
2. Any active 4-H member attending school and or residing in Wilson County is eligible to compete.  Exception to this rule will be ruled on by the Livestock Board on a case by case basis.

3. Livestock for the Wilson County Show and Sale, if housed outside the county, must be housed no more than one mile from county line. 
4. Participant must attend 5 meetings, with club meetings or 4-H County Council meetings only being eligible, prior to the Show and Sale. 

5. Exhibitors found cheating, misrepresenting or participating in fraud or deception or acting in an unsportsman-like manner, shall be disqualified and possibly barred from future competitions.

6. 4-H exhibitors must have their project record books up to date on entries.  All 4-H exhibitors are expected to turn in completed record books by April 30, 2022. Note: To have a 2021 animal project, a project book must be turned in by, September 1, 2022.
7. All livestock to be exhibited must have been inspected by the Livestock Agent and Livestock Association Board, who will certify that these entries will make a creditable showing.

8. Price paid per pound to participate through the sale will be limited to the following weights:

Pigs not more than 250

Steers not more than 1250

These are for the sale animals at the premium price - support will be paid on actual weight of animal.

9. Five percent of the total sale price of animals will be collected by the Wilson County Livestock Association to offset expenses.

10. Buyers will assume all liability for animals from the time of purchase.  The exhibitors will take reasonable care of animals after the sale.  Out of town shipments will be delivered to buyer at the buyer's expense.

11. Only show officials will be allowed in the show ring during competition.

12. The participant must be in attendance at the sale and exhibit their animal in the show ring. Exceptions to this rule will be ruled on by the Livestock Board.

13. A participant must complete one livestock project before they can begin another. (A project is not complete until a completed record is turned in.)

14. Anything not covered by the rules will be addressed to the Livestock Board and will be ruled on by the Board.

Market Hogs
1.  All hogs must be barrows or gilts.  Pigs must have been weighed and identified 90 days prior to date of show.  Identification will include name of 4-H'er showing animals.

2. Participants may weigh and tag up to 10 pigs per participant.  Pigs cannot weigh more than 140 lbs. at time of weighing.

3. Participants may exhibit a maximum of 5 pigs.  These pigs must be shown as 2 individuals and 1 pen of three.  No pig can be shown in more than one class.

4. Each swine participant will be allowed to sell only one pig through the sale.  Individual Grand Champion, Individual Reserve Grand Champion and Pen of 3 Grand Champion must sell. New for 2022, the Reserve Grand Champion Pen of 3 will be recognized, but will sell their individual pig.  All other pigs will be sold for support price.

5. No professional fitters will be allowed to fit hogs at the fairgrounds. Immediate family members of the exhibitor (father, mother & siblings) or former Wilson County 4-H’ers are eligible to assist in fitting.

6. Hogs must weigh a minimum of 210 lbs. to be eligible for sale.  Exceptions to this rule may be made by the Livestock Board.

7. Hogs must have at least ½ inch of hair. Hogs clipped with less that ½ inch of hair will not be allowed to show in the market classes or sold on the truck load. No oil or powder may be used on market hogs. 

8. Class breakdown will be determined and posted after all animals have been weighed. Individual Market Hogs and Pens of Three will be sorted at the discretion of the Livestock Agent. 
9. Livestock Agent should be notified at time of death should a pig die.  If a pig needs to be replaced, this must be done with the approval of the Livestock Agent and the Livestock Association Board of Directors.  Replacements will be allowed up to the number of pigs weighed and tagged.  Pigs replaced will not be eligible for Average Daily Gain Awards.  If necessary, a pig or pigs may be replaced by February 10, 2022.  Pigs that need to be replaced after this date will need approval by the Livestock Association Board.

10.  **The 2022 Livestock Show and Sale will be the last year of the pen of 3.  Beginning with the 2023 Livestock Show and Sale, a purebred division will replace the pen of 3.  Details to be released with registration of the 2023 Livestock Show.
